Pre-1A Uniform
The Pre-1A uniform consists of a gray jumper and a pink blouse
or pink polo shirt. It has been designed to give the students a
feeling of dignity and simplicity, which is the essence of a Bas
Yisroel.                                        

In Bais Rivkah, we take pride in our high standard of צניעות.
Elbows, knees and collarbones must be covered at all times.
Tights are a required part of the Pre-1A dress code. Socks and
leggings are not permitted. Nail polish is not premitted.
Children develop sensitivity for the beauty of צניעות at a young
age, therefore school standards should be applied at home as
well. 

The Pre1A uniform can be bought at Lands’ End, French Toast,
Gap, Children’s Place and most uniform stores. There are no
products at the Bais Rivkah Uniform Store for Pre1A.
